Can Man Change Yahweh's Worship Days?

We've al heard, “well, that’s your interpreta-
tion of that Scripture; | interpret it differently.”
Isitredly that sSmple?Youreaditthat way and | readitthis
way —who knowswhichisright?No! Thisissmply acop-
out. Every good Assembly leader or member teachesand
knowsthat the Scripture must not be taken out of context.
In other words, we cannot read a Scripture and put our
own privateinterpretationonit. It must bein harmony with
therest of the Scripturesconcerning the particular subject,
and also, the interpretation cannot contradict any of
YARWER'S INSPIRED WORDS OF SCRIPTURE
on the same subject. Please noticethistruth in the Scrip-
tures. ¥V 2 Peter 1:20 Knowingthisfirgt, that no prophecy
of thescriptureisof any privateinterpretation.

A good exampleof man changing oneof Yahweh'sworship
daysisthe changing of the 7" Day Sabbath. The Sabbath
was created by Yahweh for rest and in it He also rested
(Gen. 2:1). Moreover, Hegaveit so that thewholeworld
could rest on His Day of Rest; but mankind thinks they
have abetter way for the day of rest. Islam for example
keepsthe 6™ day, Friday, and the majority of Christianity
keepsthe 1% day of theweek, Sunday. Thereisnot ONE
VERSE OF SCRIPTURE intheentire Biblethat statesto
changethe Day that Almighty Yahweh gavefor the Sab-
bath to the 1% day or the 6" day of theweek; these arethe
argumentsof men. Onthecontrary, The Scripturesgivethe
Sabbath as one of the M oadim (the appointed timefor the
Holy Convocation to worship almighty Yahweh). Itwas
establishedin Genesis1 & 2 and reaffirmed in Exodus 20
& Leviticus23. Yahushuaa so expounded onitin Matthew
5, emphasizeditin John 12 and all of the Prophetsof Yahweh
wereinspired to write that the Sabbaths — (M oadim/ap-
pointed times) would beagain set forth and kept inthecoming
Kingdom established by Almighty Yahweh through hisson,
Yahushua. (Isaiah 66; Ezekiel 45-46; Zechariah 14; etc.)

Hereisthe Commandment:

KV eviticus 23:2-4, Speak unto the children of Israel,
and say unto them, Concer ning the feasts (M oadim/ap-

pointed times) of YAHWEH, which yeshall proclaim to
be holy convocations, even these are my feasts.

3 Six days shall work be done: but the seventh day isthe
sabbath of rest, an holy convocation; ye shall do nowork
therein: it isthesabbath of YAHWEH inall your dwell-
INgs

“Thesearethefeastsof YAHWEH, even holy convo-
cations, whichyeshall proclaimintheir seasons.

These Sabbathsare not the Jew’ s Sabbathsasmany preach-

ersclam, but L eviticus23:4 gates, “Thesearethefeasts
of YAHWEH...”
Doesmankind have any authority at al to changethe Sab-

bath to the day they choose? The answer isan astounding
NO! The Prophet Daniel saw thisday and warned,

KV Daniel 7:25 And he [the deceiver] shall speak great
words against the most High, and shall wear out the saints
of themost High, and think to changetimesandlaws: and
they shall begiveninto hishand until atimeandtimesand
thedividing of time.

Thishassurdly cometo passand thelawsof Almighty Yahweh
areall but forgotten and replaced with thelaws or no-law
doctrines, which have beenwon over by the arguments of
MEN fromall of thereligions. Satan hasdonehisownwill
well.

Theart or science of getting the correct interpretation of a
verseof Scriptureisknown ashermeneutics, whichismerely
Scriptureinterpreting Scripture; and thereareno contra-
dictionsin The Scriptures.

Whatisan EHIGEFIA? 1t'ssmply apuzzle, ariddleor a
mystery of somesort and that’sexactly how the Christian—
Judaic religionsrelatethe 151 of Abib (the 15 day of the
first Hebrew month). Concerningthe 15", isit thefirst day
of unleavened bread, the Passover or thefirst High Day of
the Feast? |sthereaCRYST AL CLEAIR understanding
of which day isthe First Day of Unleavened Bread (the
High Day); and which day is The Passover? Yes, thereis
and all it will take is TRUST AND BELIEEF IN
YARWER'S INSPIRED WORDS OF SCRIPTURE.
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Hereis a list of enigmatic (puzzling) teach-
ings concer ning the 15" of the month of Abib.

#1 The 15" isthe Passover.

#2 The Passover isamemorial; not afeast day.

#3 The 15" isthefirst day of unleavened bread.

#4 The 15" isthe High Holy Day.

#5 The 15" begins at noon on the 14™, the 15" is
the feast.

Argument #1 - The 15" isthe Passover.

Some pastors, teachersand el dersteach that the Passover
isdainonthe 14" of Abibinthelate afternoon from noon
tothreep.m. or threeto six p.m.; then roasted inthe night
timeof the 15", Therefore, they claim the Passover isre-
ally on the 15" making the 15" the Passover and thefirst
day of unleavened bread. Then they give many explana-
tionsonwhy their hypothesisiscorrect. Remember, if their
hypothesisiscorrect then al of the Scriptures must sup-
port their theory.

Theprophet Isaiahtellsusin I saiah 34:16, “ Searchfrom
the book of Yahweh, and read: Not one of these shall
fail; Not oneshdl lack her mate. For My mouth hascom-
manded it, and His Spirit hasgathered them.”

Our Creator Yahweh who madetimetellsusmany timesin
Scripture that Hewould pass-over onthe 14" of Abib.

YAHWEH states many times that The Pass-
over ison the 14" day:

KV Exodus 12:6 And ye shall keep it [the lamb] up until the four-
teenth day of the same month:

KV Exodus 12:18 In thefirst month, on the fourteenth day of the
month at even, ye shall eat unleavened bread,

KV eviticus23:51n thefourteenth day of thefirst month at even
iISYAHWEH' S passover.

K¥Numbers9:31n thefourteenth day of thismonth, at even, ye
shall keep it in his appointed season:

K¥Numbers9:5Andthey kept the passover on thefourteenth day
of thefirst month at even

K¥Numbers9:11 Thefourteenth day of the second month at even
they shall keep it, and eat it with unleavened bread and bitter
herbs.

K¥Numbers 28:16 And in the fourteenth day of thefirst monthis
the passover of YAHWEH.

KV Joshua 5:10 And the children of |srael encampedin Gilgal, and
kept thepassover on thefourteenth day of themonth at eveninthe
plains of Jericho.

k¥ 2 Chronicles 30:15 Then they killed the passover on the four-

teenth day of the second month:

KV 2 Chronicles 35:1 Moreover Josiah kept a passover unto
YAHWEHin Jerusalem: and they killed the passover on thefour-
teenth day of thefirst month.

KV Ezra 6:19 And the children of the captivity kept the passover
upon thefourteenth day of thefir st month.

KV Ezekiel 45:21 In the first month, in the fourteenth day of the

month, ye shall havethe passover, afeast of seven days; unleav-
ened bread shall beeaten.

k¥ Matthew 26:17 Now the first day of the feast of unleavened
bread the disciples cameto Yahushua, saying unto him, Wherewilt
thou that we prepare for thee to eat the passover?

K¥Mark 14:12 And thefir st day of unleavened bread, when they
killed thepassover,

KV L uke22:7 Then cametheday of unleavened bread, whenthe

passover must be killed.

Some pastors, teachers and elderswho teach a 15" Pass-
over, attempt to play around with theword “at even” and
apply “at even” to the afternoon of the 14" and then say at
sundown beginsa 15" Passover. However, thisis abso-
lutely falseinthelight of Scriptural harmoni zation because
thiswould be contrary to the companion verses of Scrip-
ture that state that the Passover is a one day event and
other Scriptures, which state the Passover lambsarekilled
and eateninthesameday. Pleasenoticethese Scriptures:

Concerning asacrifice unto Yahweh, Leviticus 22:29-30
states, “ Andwhen yewill offer asacrifice of thanksgiving
unto Yahweh, offer it at your ownwill. On thesameday it
shall beeaten up; yeshall leave noneof it until the mor-
row: | am Yahweh.”

Josephus, who lived inthetime of Yahushua, wrotein An-
tiquities3:9:4“...itisnot lawful toleaveany part until the
nextday...”

The Biblical command for the Passover was to burn what
wasleft over and NOT go out of their dwellingsuntil morn-
ing. (Ex. 12:10, 22) How would I srael keep Yahweh'sword
by not going out of their dwellingsif they left in the night
portion of thefifteenth?1f the Passover iseaten inthe night
portion of the 15" like Quintodecimans say; and one could
not go out until morning, then the next night portionwould be
beginning the 16" and not in accordancewith Yahweh’'sWord.

Numbers8:17 assures us, “ For al thefirstborn of the chil-
dren of Israel are mine, both man and beast: on the day
that | smote every firstborn in the land of Egypt | sanc-
tified them for myself.” The Scripturestell ustwelvetimes
that the Passover is on the fourteenth of Abib.
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KNV2 Chronicles 35:16 So all the service of YAHWEH
was prepared the same day, to keep the passover,

and to offer burnt offerings upon the altar of
YAHWEH, according to the commandment of king Josiah.

K¥Numbers 9:11 The fourteenth day of the second
month at even they shall keep it, and eat it with un-
|eavened bread and bitter herbs.

To start the Passover in thelate afternoon on the 14" and
combineit withthe 15", totally goesagainst what the Scrip-
turessay. TheWord of Yahweh saysthat the Passover ison
the 14", itiskilled and eateninthe sameday! Whowill you
believe the unclear bogus words and flawed arguments
of men or the CRYSTAL CLEAR AND FlLAWILESS
WORDS 0F ALMIGRTY YARWIER?

Argument #2 - The Passover isamemo-
rial; not afeast day.

Thereare several booklets attempting to provethat Pass-
over isnot afeast day or aday of unleavened bread, but
only amemorid. They clamit can’t bebothamemorid and
aset gpart Holy Day. However, isn't the Feast of Trumpets
amemoria and aset apart Holy Day?Yes, and soisPass-
over. These bookletsuse*“the unclear boguswordsand
flawed arguments of men” rather than the Scripturesfor
proof, solet’slook at some of their argumentsin compari-
son to theWordsof Yahweh.

Some “Quotes’ from one of the booklets and
our response:

Quote: “A fourth fact ...Passover isnever called a
Sabbath or High Day.”

Response: — fact? We call Passover aHigh Day, while
otherscall theday after Passover aHigh Day. What dothe
Scripturesreveal ? Again, the booklet, “ 10 Proofs Pass-
over IsaMemorial, Not a Feast Day,” comesup shortin
citing Scripturesneeded to provethat thefifteenthisaHigh
Day. Whentrying to prove something wrong, (that Pass-
over isnot aHigh Day) it would better serveitspurposeto
try and proveacounter; but noneisgiven.

Thefifteenth day of thefirst monthisnever commanded to
beaHigh Day by Yahweh. However, by tradition, many
mendocdl itaHigh Day, “Howbeit in vain do they worship
Meteaching for doctrinesthecommandmentsof men,” Mark
7:7. Neither are we commanded by Yahweh to observe

thefifteenth day of thefirst month asthefirst day of unleav-
ened bread, nor arewe commanded by Yahwehto observe
thefifteenth day of thefirst month asaHigh Day. However,
Scripture doesreveal that Yahweh commanded the four-
teenth day of thefirst monthto betheHigh Day and that the
fourteenth day of thefirst monthis, infact, thefirst day of
the Feast of Unleavened Bread. Pleasereview thesefacts
inour, “Proofs That Passover IsA High Day,” and our,
“Proofs That The Passover And The First Day Of Un-
leavened Bread Are On The Same Date.”

A coupleof Scripturesarelistedintheir booklet (Ex. 12:25-
26; 13:5) showing that Passover iscaled a” service,” and
then asking, “How could the Passover be a Sabbath when
the Hebrew word that depi ctsthe Passover meansto en-
gageinwork? Work isstrictly prohibited on a Sabbath or
Feast High Day.”

Work isgtrictly prohibited on a Sabbath or Feast High Day,
but thework that isperformedinthe“ service” of the Pass-
over was cooking the Passover meal. That typeof work is
allowed onthefirst High Day of unleavened bread ascan
be noted in Exodus 12:16 which reads of thefirst day of
unleavened bread, “ Andin thefirst day there shall bean
holy convocation...no manner of work shall bedone...save
that which every man must egt, that only MAY BE DONE
OFYOU.” What wasto beroasted and eaten on thefirst
day of unleavened bread wasthe sacrificed Passover lamb
(Ex. 12:6-11; Deut. 16:4).

The"service’ (work) that was performed on Passover was
alowableonthefirst High Sabbath of the Feast of Unleav-
ened Bread, because, the“service” (work) that was per-
formed on Passover day wasthe cooking of the Passover
meal that they were commanded to prepare and eat in that
night (Ex. 12:6-11). Becauseit wasacommanded “ ser-
vice” (work), it wasan allowabletype of work (Ex. 12:16)
to be performed onthe*“first day” of Unleavened Bread.
Is'tit odd that the® service” that Yahweh hascommanded
iswhat people point to and say we should not doonaHigh
Day Sabbath, whilethe manua hard work that wasdone
on the day that they proclaim to beaHigh Day Sab-
bath isoverlooked? Exodus 12:16 states, “ NO manner
of work shall bedoneinthem...savethat which every man
must est.”

Nowherein Scriptureislsragl commanded to carry their
personal bel ongingsout ontheHigh Day Sabbath or, digup
Joseph’sbones so they could take them with them when
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they left (Gen.50:25; Ex.13:19; Heb. 11:22). Not only were
“their kneadingtroughsbeing bound upintheir cothesupon
their shoulders’ (Ex. 12:34) when they wereleaving on
the 15" (Num. 33:3), but also, they were having to herd
their flocksand herds, “even very much cattle,” (Ex. 12:38).
Furthermore, when they had “ departed from Ramesesin
thefirst month, on thefifteenth day of thefirst month; on
the morrow after the Passover” (Num. 33:3); they
“pitched in Succoth” (Num. 33:5). Onceoneresdlizesthat
all of thishard labor was done “on the morrow after the
Passover,” whichis“on thefifteenth day,” how can one
continueto call thisday aday of REST ?

|sradl did obey Yahweh (Ex. 12:28,50) by not doing these
things on Passover day; because Passover day isthe
High Day Sabbath. Eventhough Pharaoh roseupinthat
night, Passover night, the night of thefourteenth (Ex. 12:30-
31), Isradl did not leave until thefifteenth, becausethisis
what was commanded of them, “NO MANNER OF
WORK SHALL BE DONE” (Ex.12:16). Theonly al-
lowablework to be done on thisHigh Day Sabbath was
“that which every man must eat.” Thisisthe“service’ of
the cooking of the Passover meal that was commanded to
bedone, “that ONLY may bedone of you.”

#5 “A fifth...criterion for Passover asanon-High Day is
that the Passover isreferred to asa Preparation day for the
Feast inthe New Testament.”

While Passover day isthe“ Preparation day,” the bookl et,
“10 Proofs Passover Isa Memorial, Not a Feast Day,”
faillsmiserably to Scripturaly demonstratetheir statement
that, “ Theday of Preparationisthe Preparation day for the
Feast that followsthe Passover.” Scripture conveysadif-
ferentview.

The Scripturesthat the booklet listsfor its so-called proof
that, “ Theday of Preparationisthe Preparation day for the
Feast that followsthe Passover,” are: Mark 15:42-43 and
Luke23:53-54. Withintheversesof Mark 15:42-43, “the
preparation” ismentioned, but it doesnot say that the prepa:
rationwasfor “the Feast that followsthe Passover;” it only
tellsthat the day of preparation was, “the day befor ethe
Sabbath;” not FOR the Feast.

Now, what a so needsto be considered is; whose Sabbath
isthis speaking of ? Isthisverse speaking of the 7" day
Sabbath of Yahweh, or aday that is misunderstood to be
another Sabbath of Yahweh? Thisbooklet impliesthat “this

Sabbath” isthe 15" and presumably before Saturday and
that theword Sabbath meansthe High Day of the 15" per-
haps because of the authors persona beliefs, however, in
light of Luke 24:21ff; thisday isexactly what the Greek and
Aramaic claim, “the day beforethe Sabbath.” Man, espe-
cialy the Jews, wouldn’t cel ebrate some day asa Sabbath
to Yahweh other than the day that Yahweh Himself estab-
lished, would they (1 Kings12:33; Isa. 1:1-3,13; Jer. 6:18-
21; Ez. 20:13,16,21,24; 22:8,26; 23:38; Amos 5:21) or
would they?

John, for instance, recordsthe Pharisees Jew's Passover
(Quintodecimans) other than the Passover that our Savior
observed (Jn. 18:28,39; 19:14). This Passover isnot the
Passover commanded by Yahweh, but John still callsit
thePassover. Therefore, we seethat theword of Yahweh
needsto berightly divided (2 Tim. 2:15) inorder to under-
stand if theevent that isrecorded isaccording to the given
command by Yahweh, or if theevent that isrecorded isan
event that maniswrongfully keeping according to thetradi-
tions (MK. 7:8). There are those who do not follow the
commandmentsof Yahweh (MKk. 7:9). 2Tim. 2:15reads,
“ Study to show thyself approved unto Yahweh, aworkman
that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing theword of
truth.”

Next, the bookl et says, “ Joseph of Arimathaeaknew that
he had to remove Yahshuafrom the stake before sunset,
which started thefirst High Sabbath of the Feast.” Again,
the High Day Sabbath that isbeing spoken of within these
versesof Scriptureisnot aSabbath commanded by Yahweh
even though some were keeping it as a Sabbath. But it
seemsasthough another implication that the booklet, “ 10
Proofs Passover Is a Memorial, Not a Feast Day,” is
implyingisthat the reason the body of Yahushuawas hur-
riedly taken down from the stakewas because the Sabbath
was close at hand and that thistype of work could not be
doneonthe Sabbath day. If thisweretrue, then thefifteenth
must a so beexcluded from being theHigh Day of the Feast
because of what we read in Exodus 13:17-19 and Num-
bers33:2-3.

Theseversesof Scriptureread, “ And it came pass, when
Pharaoh had | et the people go, that Elohim led them not
through theway of theland of the Philistines, although that
way wasnear. .. But Elohim led the people about, through
the way of the wilderness of the Red sea... And Moses
took the bones of Josephwith him; for hehad straitly sworn
thechildren of Isragl, saying, * Elohimwill surely visit you;

and ye shall carry up my bones away hence with you,
(Ex.13:17-19).

“And Moseswrotetheir goingsout according totheir jour-
neysby thecommandment of Yahweh... Andthey departed
from Ramesesin thefirst month, on thefifteenth day of
thefirst month; on themorrow AFTER thePassover ...”
(Num. 33:3).

The bones of Joseph wereresumed on thefifteenth day of
thefirst month, on the morrow AFTER the Passover. So,
will thesixteenth now be proclaimed, asbeingtheHigh Day
of the Feast by thosewho say thebody of adead man can't
be handled on a Sabbath day, because Joseph’ sdead body
was handled onthefifteenth? Perhapsitisthe“work” that
isinvolved in preparing adead body that issaid to exclude
thefourteenth asbeing the High Day of the Feast? How-
ever, wouldn't resuming bonesfromacoffin onthefifteenth
qudify aswork aso?Wouldn't that kind of “work” exclude
thefifteenth from being aHigh Day aswell? Yes, it would
andit does!

This, of course, isfaulty reasoning. The Scriptural reason
that Yahushua sbody washurriedly removed fromthestake
and buried was not because the Sabbath drew on (an
unscriptural Sabbath), but because of what wearetoldin
the book of thelaw concerning these matters.

Deuteronomy 21:22-23 reads, “ And if aman have com-
mitted asin worthy of death, and he beto be put to death,
and thou hang him on atree: Hisbody shall not remain all
night upon thetree, but thou shalt in any wisebury him
THAT DAY ... that thy land be not defiled.” It doesn’t
matter if itisaSabbath day or not, the body of aman sen-
tenced to death by hanging him on atreeisto be buried
THAT DAY.

Thereasonthat thebody of Yahushuawas hurriedly taken
down from the treewas because the next day wasdrawing
close. Althoughthefollowing day wasobserved asa Sab-
bath day (the Jews Passover Sabbath), Hisbody was not
hurriedly taken down because that day wasa Sabbath, even
though it was observed by the Phariseesasa Sabbath. The
body of Yahushuawas hurriedly being taken downfromthe
tree because according to Scriptural law abody that was
hanged on atreeto death had to be buried that sameday.
His body would have had to be taken down from thetree
to beburied that ssmeday even if nobody observed the
following day asa Sabbath.

To further the reasoning, Luke 23:53-54 is also quoted.
However, neither Mark 15:42-43 nor Luke 23:53-54 de-
scribe what the bookl et claimsthey describe. The stated
clamisthat these verses of Scriptureprove, “The day of
Preparation isthe Preparation day for the Feast that fol -
lowsthe Passover.” Andthat “ Passover isreferredto asa
Preparation day for the Feast.”

These verses of Scripture do not provethat, “ The day of
Preparation isthe Preparation day for the Feast that fol -
lowsthe Passover,” or that, “ Passover isreferred to asa
Preparation day for theFeast.” Nothing about the Prepa-
ration “for the Feast” iseven mentioned in thesever ses
of Scripture. It hasbeen reveal ed through Scripturewhy
Yahushua'sbody was hurriedly taken down fromthetree
and it was NOT because the upcoming day was a Sab-
bath, it was because the body of one hanged on atreeto
death had to be buried that same day (Deut. 21:22-23).
L et’snot believe the reasoning of men over the words of
Yahweh. The Scripturedo revea what theday of prepara-
tion wasfor and it’snot for the day that follows Pass-
over.

InJohn 19:14 weread, “Andit wasthe preparation OF
THE PASSOVER....” This preparation was of the
Quintodeciman Jews (v. 42) not of thefollowersof Yahushua
Although thefourteenthisthe preparation day, the prepara:
tionisnot for theday that followsthe Passover; what was
being prepared on the fourteenth wasthe Passover .

What isover looked in the booklet, “ 10 Proofs Passover
IsaMemorial, Not a Feast Day,” isthat whiletherewere
preparationsbeing madeduringthe“day” of thefourteenth,
therewere al so preparations being made on the evening of
thefourteenth. Thisisdiscussedinour, “Proofs That The
Preparation Was For The Passover.” All preparations
done on the fourteenth were done in preparation of the
Passover, not for the day that foll owed Passover.

In the booklet, “10 Proofs Passover Isa Memorial, Not
a Feast Day,” they cite Srong's Greek Dictionary No.
3904, “paraskeue, ‘ asif from No. 3903; meaning, to make
ready or prepare oneself,’” and then they makethe state-
ment, “ The day of Preparation isthe Preparation day for
the Feast that followsthe Passover.” Thisstatement smply
does not coincide with the definition of the Greek word
par askeue whatsoever.
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Argument #3- Thel5™"istheFirst day of
unleavened bread.

Exodus12:8 states, “ And they shall eat thefleshin that
night, roast with fire, and unleavened bread; and with
bitter herbsthey shdl eatit.” Note: Thisisat thebeginning
of the 14" and they are eating unleavened bread.

Next Exodus 12:14-15 states, “ And this day (Passover)
shall beuntoyou for amemoria; andyeshall keepit afeast
to Yahweh throughout your generations; yeshall keep it a
feast by an ordinancefor ever. Seven daysshall ye eat
unleavened bread; even thefir st day yeshall put away
leaven out of your houses: for whosoever eateth leav-
ened bread from thefirst day until the seventh day, that soul
shall becut off fromIsradl.”

Note: Theword “first” is#7223“rishown” from #7221 (a
beginning) firstin place, timeor rank: Thefirsttimelsragl

ate unleavened bread was, without doubt, upon the 14th.

Alsothefirst and most important day without questionis
Passover Day.

Another witnessin Yahweh'swordsisin Deuter onomy
16:4,“Andthereshall benoleavened bread seenwith thee
inall thy coast seven days; neither shall thereany thing of
theflesh, which thou sacrificedst thefir st day at even, re-
mainall night until themorning.” Thisisindisputableevi-
dencefrom Yahweh'sWord. This passage clearly shows
what day isthefirg, it wason the14th, thefollowing morn-
ing (daylight part of the 14th) that theremainswere burned
(Exodus12:10); thisincludesthe Passover withinthe 7 days.

Remember, it wasthe Passover lamb that was sacrificed
theFirst day; Deuteronomy 16:4 “neither shall thereany
thing of the flesh, which thou sacrificedst thefir st day at
even, remanal night until themorning.”

To befully in compliance with Yahweh'swordsisto start
the feast on the 14th and eat unleavened bread 7 days.
Nothingin Scriptureeven hintsof 8 daysor the Pass-
over plus7 days. Deuteronomy 16:2-3 explainseating un-
leavened bread with the Passover being day oneand then
explaining that the 7th day isalso aholy day. (Deut.16:1-7
isexplaining Passover, thefirst day).

In Exodus 12 & Ezekiel 45 it speaks of 7 days total of
unleavened bread with Passover being the 1st day, i.e. in-
cludingitinthe7 dayswith the 7" day being thelast High
Day.

Thereis not One Word in Scripture that commands His
peopl e to observe the 2" day and an 8" day in a 7-day
festival; athough that iswhat has been taught throughout
the Sacred Name Movement!

Please notice Ezekidl 45:21, itisanother witnessthat the
Feast of Passover isa7-day feast with Passover being the
first day of unleavened bread. Green'sinterlinear states,
“Inthefirgt (month), inthefour (and) tenth day of themonth,
there shall beto you the Passover, afeast of seven days;
unleavened bread iseaten.”

The New Testament agrees completely with
the Old Testament.

Matthew 26:17 states, “Now thefirst day of the feast of
unleavened bread the disciples cameto Yahushua, saying
unto Him, *“Wherewilt Thou that wepreparefor Thee
toeat thePassover 77" Noticevery carefully inverse 20
when evening cameit wasthe Passover. Verse 17 clearly
pointsto Passover asthefirst day of unleavened bread.
Actually, theword “first” is#4413 protos (mpwrn) of #4253
and meansforemogt (intime, place, order or importance):
whichistheequivaent of the Hebrew rishown #7223. The
Septuagint also usesthisword (tpwtn #4413) in Exodus
12:15, 16& 18.

Mark 14:12 says, “And thefirst day of unleavened
bread, when they killed the Passover,

Here again the word “first” is mpwtn #4413 and means
foremost. Just like Deuteronomy 16:4 and Exodus 12:14-
15, ittotally agreesthat thefir st day of unleavened breadis
when the Passover waskilled.

Luke 22:7 says, “Then ‘came’ the day of unleavened
bread when the Passover must bekilled.” Hereitis
even clearer and cannot be explained away. These are
Yahweh'sinspiredwords! Itisman’sexplanationsthat er-
ror; not Yahweh’swords. Itison theday of unleavened
bread when the Passover must bekilled.

Theword “ came” #2064 eltho ("HAHcv) meansto come.
Thisaccount agreescompletely with the other evangelsand
isasecond witnessto Mark showing that thiscommand
wasgiveninthelate afternoon prior to when the Passover
would start. Notice, they werenot in Jerusalemyet (verse
10); but sent Peter and John in advance. After doing so,
L uke 22:14 showswhen the 14th began (intheevening) the
first day of unleavened bread was come.
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The Scriptures state 100% that the Passover is, infact, the
first day of unleavened bread: not the 15™. The Scriptures
crush the unclear bogus words and flawed arguments
of men.

Argument #4 - The 15" istheHigh Holy
Day.

On which day was no work done, the 14th
or the 15th?

Because we know that Israel did as Yahweh had com-
manded (Ex. 12:28,35,50), we can be sure that Israel
obeyed what Yahweh had commanded them concerning
what was not to be done on thedays of holy convocation,
“...nomanner of work shal bedoneinthem (the 1% and 7*"
daysof unleavened bread), savethat which every man must
edt, that only may bedoneof you” (Ex. 12:16; Lev. 23:7,8,
Num. 28:18,25).

Onceonerealizeswhat was done on the 15", it becomes
evident that the 15" cannot betheday of holy convoca-
tion, because work was commanded on these days:

AsScriptureforetold, “...when yego, yeshal not go empty:
But every woman shall borrow of her neighbour...jewels of
silver, and jewelsof gold, and raiment...” (Ex 3:19-22)
“And they departed from Ramesesin the first month, on the
fifteenth day...” (Num. 33:3)

“And the people took...their kneadingtroughs being bound
up in their cloths upon their shoulders...and they borrowed
of the Egyptians Jewels of silver and jewels of gold, and
raiment...And they spoiled the Egyptians.” (Ex, 12:34-36)
“And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to
Succoth, on foot beside children,” herding their flocks, and
herds, even very much cattle. (Ex. 12:37-38)

Plus, when the children of Israel got to Succoth, they set up
camp (pitched). (Num. 33:5)

Thisisnot to mention resuming Joseph’s bonesthat they took
with them. (Ex. 13:18-19)

All of thiswas done on the 15" day of the first month
when they departed from Rameses. Yet, thisistheday
that isbeing called aday of r est by thosewho claimthe
15thisaHigh Holy Day Sabbath. Thisistotally against
the commands of Yahweh. Almighty Yahweh can-
not lie; He does not command “rest” then com-
mand | srael to work on aday that hejust commanded
them “..NO MANNER OF WORK SHALL BE
DONE...Exodus12:16"

However, when examining what was done on the 14" day
of thefirst month, the Scripturesonly givewitnessto them
preparing the Passover inorder for themtoeat it. Thistype
of work isthe only type of work alowed onthefirst day of
unleavened bread, theday of holy convocation (Ex. 12:16).
But, on the 15" day therewas a tremendous amount
of hard labor donewhichissimpleproof that the 15" can-
not bethefirst day of unleavened bread, or the day of holy
convocation; because onthefirst day of unleavened bread,
“..NOMANNER OF WORK SHALL BE DONE...”
(Ex.12:16)

Exodus12:16 reads, “ ...NO manner of work shall bedone
in them (the 1% and the 7" days of the Feast), save that
which every man must eat, that ONLY may be done of
you.”

Evidently, journeying from Ramesesto Succoth, on foot
beside children, herding their flocks, and herds, evenvery
much cattle (Ex. 12:37-38), with their kneading troughs
being bound up intheir clothes upon their shouldersand
borrowing (spoiling) of the Egyptiansjewelsof silver, gold
and raiment (Ex, 12:34-35), plus setting up camp (pitched)
when they got to Succoth (Num. 33:5) not to mention re-
suming the bones of Joseph to take with them when they
left (Ex. 13:19) is not considered to be work by some.
However, having to do all of thisisnot something that |
would consider acceptableto doonaday of rest. Doingal
of thisiscertainly mor ethan what Yahweh hasallowed to
be done on thefirst high day of unleavened bread. Onthe
first high day of unleavened bread Yahweh allowed food
preparation and stated, “that ONLY may be done of you,”
(Ex.12:16).

“Andinthefirst day there shal bean holy convocation...
NO manner of work shall bedone...” (Ex. 12:16)
“Inthefirst day ye shall havean holy convocation; yeshall
doNO servilework therein.” (Lev. 23:7)

“Inthefirst day shall bean holy convocation; ye shall do
NO manner of servilework therein:” (Num. 28:18)
“On thefourteenth day of thismonth you shall ob-
serveit accordingtoall itsstatutesand according to
all itsordinances.” (Num. 9:3)

After redizingwhat dl wasdoneonthe 15" day of thefirst
month, it becomes evident that the 15" day cannot Scrip-
turally be considered asthefirst day of unleavened bread
becausethefirst day of unleavened breadisto beaday of
holy convocation, which no manner of work isto bedone
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on. The 15" day of thefirst month wasaday of hard labor
rather than aday of re<t; therefore, the 15" day of thefirst
month isexempt by Yahweh Himself from being aday of
holy convocation.

Thewisewill notignorethetruthsfoundin Scripture, if they
interferewith thetimetablethat ispresentinyour mind, adign
your thoughtswith Scripture and do not ignore the Scrip-
tures.

What about L eviticus 23:67

Somemay say, “you do not addressthe 157" What about
the 15"? Doesn’t the Bible say the 15" isthe feast? Al-
mighty Yahweh does|eave TWO Witnesses about the 15"
of Abib.

Leviticus 23:6, “And on the fifteenth day of the same
month is the feast <2282> of unleavened bread unto

YAHWEH: seven days ye must eat unleavened
bread.”

Numbers 28:17, “And in the fifteenth day of this month
is the feast <2282>: seven days shall unleavened
bread be eaten.”

Thesetwo Scripturestell usmuch. Namely that the 15" is
afeast/khag day and thereare SEVEN feast/khag days
of unleavened bread.

In order to let The Scripturesinterpret The Scriptures, as
HisWord saysweareto do (Isa. 28:10; 34:16); we must
keep thefollowingin mind sothat Hiswordsmay guideus.

(2) All of the Scripturesrelated to Passover state 100% of
thetime, that it isa day of unleavened bread, thereforeit
iISINCLUDED inthe7 days(Ez.45:21).

Just asall Scripturesstatethat the Passover ison thefour-
teenth, al Scripturesreport that different eventsoccurred
on thefifteenth. Num 33:3 states, “ And they departed
from Rameses in the first month, on the fifteenth day
of the first month; on the morrow after the passover
the children of Israel went out with an high hand in
the sight of all the Egyptians.” In Kohlenberger’slitera
trandation of the Hebrew, #4283 istrand ated “ on the mor-
row” intheKing Jamesand it meansthemorrow or (adv.)
tomorrow. Andin Hebrew itistransated “ on-day-after-
of.” Quintodecimanstry desperately to makethisverse ap-

pear to mean “the sameday,” but asamatter of fact, DIF-
FERENT EVENT S happened on thefifteenth than onthe
fourteenth. For example, 2 Samud 11:12, Joshua5:11-12
and Leviticus 23:16 usethe SAME WORD anditiscom-
monly understood to meanthenext day!

A Scholarly analysisof Leviticus 23:2-6:

Unquestionably, Leviticus 23:6 isthe only argument for
support of a 15" high day; but L eviticus 23:6 supports
neither a 15" Passover nor the 15" asthefirst Day of Un-
leavened Bread. Pleasedlow meto usethe Hebrew mean-
ingsfor the Englishtrandation of theword “feasts.”

InLeviticus23: 2-6 therearetwo different Hebrew Words
with TWO DIFFERENT MEANINGS, but are both trans-
lated into one Englishword, “feasts.”
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NOTE: Whenthe Passover iscalled a Feast in English;
thenthisword “feast” isignored totally by most profess-
ing believersl However, when thewrong meaning for the
wordin Hebrew isapplied (smply meaning afestival day
(khag) andistrandated “feast,” then it isforced to mean
holy convocation when, infact, it doesn’t mean holy con-
vocationatal.
